Joined as UX/UI designer, conducting user research with property owners and designing data
visualisation interfaces for complex energy datasets. Expanded into frontend engineering, building
features within the existing Django stack before leading the design and development of Intelligy Pro
— the React-based platform that eventually replaced the original product.

Frontend Architecture & Platform Strategy (2022 - 2025)

Architected migration from a Django-based frontend to a React 18+ / TypeScript monorepo,
establishing the shared platform that all product teams now build on. Defined architectural patterns,
component contracts, and API integration standards adopted across the organisation.

e Designed and built a 60+ component design system (Radix Ul, Tailwind CSS) adopted by 4
product teams, with 5 additional products in migration pipeline.

e Created type-safe API tooling with auto-generated TypeScript clients from OpenAPI specs
and Zod runtime validation — reducing hard-to-trace integration bugs to same-day fixes.

e Built shared utility libraries (formatting, dates, i18n) eliminating duplicated logic across
products.

e Developer onboarding dropped from weeks to days — same stack, same patterns, same
architecture across all applications.

e New products inherited the full component library and tooling from day one.

e Features shipped approximately 3x faster once teams adopted the shared platform.
